They will identify which appliances use
electricity in their homes and how to
keep themselves safe. Children will
construct circuits, start to create
pictorial circuits and conduct an
investigation into how easily different
types of switches can break and
reconnect a circuit.

Children will use their historical skills to
look at various different sources and will decide if before or after would be a better time to be
educated. We will look into the cause and effect of the industrial revolution. Children will also learn
about the inventions of the time. In art, children will complete block printing paintings in the style
of William Morris.
